University Government

Vinnytsia University of Economics and Finance (VUEF) was established in 1994 and is one of the leading private Universities in the field of management, finance and economics in Ukraine. 

The University is a private educational institution and is governed by the Rector and four Vice-rectors.

The VUEF has four economic faculties providing students with master’s degree. These include: the Faculty of Finance, The Faculty of Accounting, the Faculty of Management of Organizations and the Faculty of Economic Cybernetics. The faculties are headed by four Deans. There’s also a Faculty of Law providing students with bachelor’s degree. VUEF is composed of more than 3 000 students who are served by about 55 academic staff as well as about 100 non-academic staff.
Each VUEF student receives complete foundations in economic sciences with elements of social sciences and general knowledge, supplemented by foreign language courses, adjusted to the field of study. This foundation component provides the basic skills of an economist's profession; however, general knowledge is not enough in today's competitive labour market. Therefore VUEF students must be provided with problem-solving skills appropriate for the increasingly demanding reality. With this in mind, educational offer is completed with building of skills necessary for launching a professional career. Serving that is the range of elective special fields of study and specialisation, prepared to match students' individual needs and expectations.

Infrastructure of the University

The University owns 4 buildings where lectures and classes take place. The University owns the University library which serves professional, thus bridging the world of science and business, and 8 computer laboratories, allowing for at least 100 persons to work simultaneously.

VUEF owns student dormitories as well as modern sports facilities.

At the service of all students, staff and visitors are a university canteen and restaurant. University houses also a health service centre.

Location

The University campus is within a short walk from centre of the city and major communication hubs. The campus is located at Pirogova 71A.

Student organisations

There is The Students' Self-Government organisation active at the VUEF. 

Higher education at Ukrainian universities is divided into undergraduate students, graduate students, doctoral and post-doctoral.

Academic calendar

Vinnytsia University of Economics and Finance follows a semester system. Each academic year is divided into two eighteen-week semesters with the autumn semester running from the beginning of September till mid January, and the spring semester from mid February till mid June. There is usually a break at Christmas and Easter.

Examinations

The examination period is set during the two weeks after finishing classes. The course instructor may fix your exams before the end of the semester, shortly after the respective courses have finished.

The final examination is generally a written exam, but can sometimes be oral or through a written assignment or tests.

The examiners will inform students about the subject matter and the form of examination, the assessment criteria, the resources may use, the periods during which the exams may be taken or the dates by which the assignments, papers or reports must be handed.

Grades are generally awarded according to scale:

90-100 excellent

81-89 very good

75-80 good

65-75 satisfactory

60-64 sufficient

0-59  fail

Attendance

The lecturers expect to be informed if the student plans to be absent from classes, and will verify the attendance lists. In case of 3 unjustified absences the lecturer has the right to exclude the student from course unless the lecturer sets other rules.
